INVITATION TO JOIN THE ENVIRONMENTAL NETWORK FOR PEMBROKESHIRE (TENP).

TENP is a membership organisation, with the aim of providing a cohesive voice for all voluntary organisations working within the areas of sustainable development and environmental concerns. The key aspirations for TENP are to stimulate and facilitate debate and dialogue between the statutory sector (organisations such as Pembrokeshire County Council and Pembrokeshire National Coast Park Authority) and the voluntary sector, and to endeavour to ensure that the voluntary sector perspective is adequately and appropriately represented in strategic consultations. We recognise the reservoir of skills and experience contained within the voluntary sector and want to draw upon this collective resource in our dialogue, on “your” behalf, with the public sector.

TENP also provides an information and awareness service to member organisations, circulating documents, proposals, responses to consultations and publicity information on events and meetings relating to environmental issues and sustainable development. We have developed avenues to the Welsh Assembly Government via the WCVA ‘Voices for Change’ initiative and also by joining Cynall Cymru/Sustain Wales.

TENP works closely with CCW, Environment Wales, PAVS, PLANED and the West Wales Eco Centre, and advisors from these groups assist the Trustees in determining policies and strategies for furthering the work of TENP. The UKSDC Welsh Commissioner endorses the TENP Business Plan. A Coordinator is employed to assist the Trustees and membership in carrying out the work of TENP, and representing the organisation as is appropriate.

TENP also runs regular events on matters of interest and/or concern to member organisations and to the public in general – for example on Waste Management and Food Security. Future proposed topics include presentations on energy policy.

TENP aims to be as representative of the sector as is possible and to that end we are seeking to reach out to all the voluntary organisations (large or small) working within the County in order that we might offer our services as fully as possible, and also to enhance the authority of our “voluntary sector voice” when communicating with our statutory partners, and other interested groups.

If your voluntary group is not yet a member of TENP we would urge you to join – membership is currently free – and adds your voice to those of other organisations. If you are already members please consider passing this information on to others who you feel might be interested. Thank you.
