APPOINTMENT OF COORDINATOR.

My name is Marc Mordey, and I have been engaged as the Coordinator of TENP as of 1/10/08. I very much look forward to meeting you in due course. 

I will be working for roughly a day per week on a flexible basis. 

I hope to be able to communicate with as many of you as possible during the coming months to establish what your concerns and priorities for TENP are, and to gain your assistance in helping the Trustees and myself to set the agenda for TENP’s work over the year ahead.

The primary functions of TENP are to facilitate the membership, to provide mutual support and to enhance the capacity of the voluntary sector working in the environmental field. TENP also exists to engage with the statutory sector on behalf of our members on issues relating to the environment and sustainable development to achieve our objective of Pembrokeshire as a sustainable County. 

To assist in that process could we ask you to be involved in the following ways?

1. As requested above, to circulate this letter within your own organisations, to Trustees and others.

2. To put TENP as a standing agenda item onto the business meetings of your organisation so that you can feedback to us on the issues and ideas that your membership organisation should be taking to statutory partners and to other interested parties.

3. Recommend TENP membership to other organisations that you are aware of who are involved in furthering the environmental, sustainable communities agenda.

4. Put yourself forward – or encourage a colleague/friend – to become a Trustee of TENP to help the organisation develop and grow. People with a commitment to the environment, the ability to attend a bi-monthly Trustee meeting (and, from time to time, to undertake some other tasks in between) are needed by TENP – can you help?  Previous Trustee experience not necessary as training and support will be provided. (The current Trustees are especially keen to recruit new Trustees who have a working knowledge and use of Welsh language and who could assist TENP in this aspect of the work ahead.)
