Matters arising;

TENP EVENTS:

1) Feedback from last TENP event 8th. June ‘older buildings and energy efficiency’. All thought it was an excellent event worth repeating later in the year in collaboration with another group. Jake noted that the event was not in line with TENP principles as it was aimed at a general public and not member orgs. 
It as agreed that in future TENP should aim to ensure a statutory input into events so that the policy and practical issue raised could be responded to by PCC/PCNP et al, as this is the ‘raison d’etre’ of TENP as agreed with its Members.
Jo asked  TENP to consider the resource implications of facilitating  voluntary sector   liaison with PCC.
Action: Run this event again with other groups,  with improved publicity and marketing, and ensure that all future events includes policy discussion with the public sector staff.
2) Oil and Gas drilling:  

Charlie has spoken to  Gordon James (FoE Cymru) about the

possibility of an event on this subject but TENP would have to 
be convinced that it is and issue for Pembrokeshire. It was 
confirmed that the Haven MSAC is not directly affected by 
drilling licenses.
Action: TENP would run an event if it became a Pembrokeshire issue.
3) Intergenerational Project: BB announced that an 
application had gone to New Ideas Fund to fund this project. 

TENP Trustees were advised that this area of work, whilst

important is both difficult and demanding and that TENP

should  ensure that it’s limited resources are carefully and

effectively used 

Action: TENP will wait for result of application. If there is no funding available, a one off workshop on topic will be arranged. (With 3 month follow up)

4) Sustainable Society – Conference: TENP, PAVS, SDC, PLANED, are partners. The event will be open to the voluntary, public and private sectors from across the West Wales area. Charlie confirmed that Peter Davies (SDC Commissioner for Wales) will approach potential, high profile,  speakers this week (eg  Tim Jackson  SDC adviser, University of Surrey, and Laura Blunt, Nesta) PAVS have agreed to contact Dave Boyle ( New Economics Foundation) to talk on co-production and Peter Beresford, Samantha Mauger (Age Concern) or Marc Mordey will cover ‘user involvement’  . CM  will continue to explore the viability of this event for an  November date. 

ACTION : As soon as speaker availability is confirmed then a small working group will meet to assign roles. 
Note: Charlie added that at the PAVS funding fair on the 5th. October a Pembrokeshire Local Service Board representative will run a 2 hour seminar on the public expenditure cuts and the implications for the voluntary sector.
